“Obey your prelates, and be subject to 
them. For they watch as being to render 
an account of your souls; that they may 
do this with joy, and not with grief. For 
this is not expedient for you. Pray for 
us.” (Hebrews 13:17-18) 

Pray for your priests, bishops, the pope and 
for an increase in response to vocations to the 
priesthood and religious life.   
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
