- the forgiveness of sins, if the sick person was not able  

to obtain it through the sacrament of Penance; 

- the restoration of health, if it is conducive  

to the salvation of his soul; 

- the preparation for passing over to eternal life.” 

—Catechism of the Catholic Church, 1532 
 

 “This sacrament can be repeated whenever the sick person again  

falls into a serious sickness after convalescence or whenever a more 

serious crisis develops during the same sickness.” 

—Code of Canon Law, 1004 § 2.
